ELECTRICAL INSTALLATIONS 
The electrical installations to the blocks are almost complete. 

 WINDOW INSTALLATIONS 
Window installations are proceeding ahead of schedule.  
Currently the works have been completed as follows:- 
Weir, West, Jewell House’s                 100% complete 

Olding House              95% complete   
Glanville House           90% complete  
Dan Bryant House      96% complete 

Quennel House           5% complete (installations only began on 5th February) 

Installations of the communal windows to all blocks are complete. 

FRONT ENTRANCE DOORS 
Installation of Front Entrance Doors s are currently in progress (approx 20% complete). 

CONCRETE REPAIRS 
The concrete repairs to the estate have now restarted (previously suspended due to the extreme weather conditions in December and 

January). Concrete repairs to the blocks are complete as follows:- 

JET WASHING 
Jet washing to All blocks                     100% complete  

REPAIRS 
Weir House                 100% complete  West House                90% complete 
Jewell House               70% complete  Olding House              80% complete 
Glanville House           70% complete  Dan Bryant House      60% complete 

Quennel House           50% complete 

The new edge protection to the flat roofs to all blocks has been handed over to Lambeth Living. 

DECORATIONS 
Decorations to the communal walkways are delayed due to distemper on the walls. 

The re-decorations to the communal stairways on Weir, West, Olding & Quennel Houses are delayed  
due to issues regarding water penetration. 

Re-decorations to the communal stairways at Jewell and Glanville Houses are 100% complete and handed over to Lambeth Living. The 
works to Dan Bryant House are currently 40% complete. The re-decorations to the Anfield Close communal stairway are approximately 

90% complete. 

External re-decorations to the blocks have been delayed by the weather, but are complete as 
follows:- Weir House 90%, West House 80% and Olding House 30% complete. 

 SCAFFOLDING REMOVAL 
Scaffolding removal has begun, with Weir House scaffolding now fully removed. This process will 
now follow onto West House, Olding House, Jewell House, Glanville House, Dan Bryant Houses 

and finally Quennel House, over the course of the coming weeks.
